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The Greek word PNEUMA has to do with the matters of 
the Wind.

Since we last wrote, several important things have occurred regarding 
Fr. RobÕs search and St. JoeÕs finances. This is to give you an update.  
 

¥ We continue to assume that St. JoeÕs will eventually have a half-
time priest rather than a full-time one, so Fr. Rob continues to 
search for a full-time position. He is currently having discussions 
with multiple churches and Diocesan offices, one of which will 
hopefully lead to a full-time position.  

¥ Fr. Rob and Russ continue to research their retirement options in 
the event that another position is not offered to him. They have 
learned that he reaches 20 years of service in late October 2010. 
At 20 years, he receives additional benefits, which makes it 
important that he not retire prior to October 31. 

¥ The Vestry revised its commitment to Fr. Rob at its meeting on 
May 18. Pending our financial ability to do so, St. JoeÕs will 
continue to employ Fr. Rob full-time through October 31, 2010. 
The proposal adopted by the Vestry is posted on the bulletin 
board in the Parish Hall if youÕd like additional details. 

¥ Part of the VestryÕs recent work has been to analyze our savings 
account in order to determine how much discretionary money is 
available to us. There have been several positive outcomes from 
this process: 

 
o  We have identified $12,726 that will be used to pay off 

the columbarium debt. 
o We have identified $1,253 that will be used to pay down 

the organ debt, which is currently $6909. 
o We have identified $2,995 that will remain in our savings 

account until used for its designated purposes related to 
Christian Education, youth programs, & community or 
global outreach. 

o This leaves $25,526 that can be used at the VestryÕs 
discretion to fund the operations of the church. We have 
committed to reserve $10,000 of that amount for 
emergencies. 

o  
For this plan to work, it is imperative that those who pledged to St. 

JoeÕs in 2010 honor their pledges for the remainder of the year and that 
others continue to make un-pledged contributions.
